Tabernacle Re-Furbishing 

Thank you for your generous donations to the Monstrance refurbishing fund. 

We raised about $4,000 over what was needed. I had an opportunity with the 

polishing co. man coming to our area, to have the tabernacle re surfaced. It 

was corroded and rusted after over sixty years of use. The cost of regilding 

and re-silvering was $12,000. As of this weekend i am leaving envelopes 

marked “tabernacle fund” in the foyer. Any donations toward this project are 

welcome. I felt that although very expensive this was a job needing to be 

done. I am very happy to see the tabernacle looking so beautiful now. We will 

keep putting the envelopes out in the foyer over several months as an ongo-

ing collection.
